Temple Of The Buddha’s Tooth

Arrive in Kandy, the island’s prettiest town and the last capital city of the Sri Lankan Kings.
The best time to visit its world famous shrine, containing the revered tooth of the Buddha is
the evening ‘pooja’ ceremony when the temple is illuminated with flickering lamps - a
magical experience.

A beautiful view of Kandy can be seen from Lake Drive above the pretty Kandy Lake. You
may also visit the Old Town area adjacent to the temple, which contains some very early
British colonial and Kandyan period buildings in a narrow maze of streets. UNESCO has
designated the whole area as a World Heritage Site.
